Aimed primarily at known major sources of GHG.

End sources and fuel suppliers.

But individual facilities may be subject by virtue of reporting
threshold: 30 mmBTU/hr and 25,000 tons CO.e.

Once facility crosses minimum threshold, it will always be subject
to the regulation.
13,000 facilities likely to be impacted.
Key aspects of the proposal:
Annual emissions monitoring and reporting

GHGs covered: CO,, CH,, N,O, HFC, PFC, SF,, and other
fluorinated gases mcludlng mtrogen trifluoride (NF ) and
hydrofluorinated ethers (HFE).

Specific monitoring requirements vary by source type.
Certification of a designated “responsible official”.
Three verification options: third-party, EPA, or no verification.
Does not replace state or regional reporting programs.

A greenhouse gas registry is a database where
entities that emit greenhouse gases can register
and record their respective emissions and
reductions of greenhouse gases

The Climate Registry

On May 8, 2007, more than 30 states signed on as charter
members of The Climate Registry, a collaboration aimed at
developing a common system for entities to report
greenhouse gas emissions

As of June 2009, the Regqistry has 41 state members

In addition to the states the following entities have also joined
the Registry
